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In its fourth edition, the Beirut Cinema Platform
brings together a total of 29 film projects in
development and post-production from around
the Arab world, and around 40 Lebanese, Arab
and international producers and experts to
meet, discuss and create new partnerships.

BCP has come to establish itself as a mainstay
in the regional industry calendar, all the

while preserving its intimate and focused
atmosphere.

The growing number of projects in
development selected is a direct reflection
of the constantly growing number of new
film projects in the region. It should be noted,
however, that this development was not
accompanied by an increase in means of
production.

This year, we are glad to see a growth in
diversity. Raging from epic romances, to gore
genre, to marginal communities and sexuality,
this year’s topics push the boundaries which
we have come to associate with Arab cinema.

Twenty-one projects were selected in
competition, and eight projects were selected
out of competition. They originate from
Algeria, Egypt, Tunisia, Jordan, Lebanon, Libya,
Palestine, Qatar, Sudan and Syria.

Over the course of three days, we hope
participants and guests alike will engage in
rich discussions, inspire each other and forge
new cinematic alliances
